
On a cold morning in January of 
this year, Princeton’s Animal Control 
officer, Mark Johnson could have 
been observed trying to catch a 
little brindle and white pit bull 
puppy near the Lawrence Apart-
ments. The puppy had a full cast on 
his front leg, but he didn’t let it slow 
him down. After catching this little 
guy, Mark Johnson brought him to 
SAVE. The cast on his leg was pro-
fessionally done, so the staff con-
tacted several local animal hospi-
tals to see if anyone remembered 
this little boy. Our search came up 
empty. No one called to report him 
missing. In the meantime, SAVE 
became his legal guardian and we 
dubbed this sweet, wiggly boy Levi. 
Levi’s behavior assessment was next 
and did very well on all parts ex-
cept that he seemed to be overly 
protective of his food and raw-
hides. This meant Levi would need 
some training and behavior modifi-
cation before he could be placed 

up for adoption. The staff worked 
diligently with his issues and after 
many weeks, his behavior improved. 
Levi quickly became a celebrity 
among the SAVE volunteers. He at-
tended many adoption events, but 
none would lead to his final and 
forever family. He was active in our 
play groups and loved to play with 
other dogs. Levi was a big mush, a 
wiggly, happy boy who loved every 
person and dog he ever met. 7.5 
months would pass, but on the eve-
ning of August 31st,  222 days after 
his arrival to SAVE a gentleman 
came in looking for a companion and 
met Levi. 

Mark explained to the staff that had 
been caring for his son’s 2-year-old 
pit bull, but his son moved away and 
of course took his companion with 
him, leaving Mark with an empty 
space in his heart. He liked our Levi 
so much, that he brought his wife in 
the next day to meet our boy. We 
expedited his application and be-
fore we knew it, we were giving Levi 
a bath getting him ready to leave 
the shelter. We made a few calls to 
volunteers and staff, so they could 
come say goodbye to Levi. 

There were tears of joy shed by 
many. Mark and Holly could tell right 
away, that they were adopting one 
special doggie! 

Since he has left, we have re-
ceived several emails from Levi’s 
new dad. He is doing very well 
and seems to be taking in all the 
new experiences of being in an 
real home. Mark wrote to us “

There are as many adoption stories 
at SAVE as there are adoptions.  
Everyone who comes to us comes with 
their own reasons for adding a dog 
or a cat to their lives.  Some are 
driven by the belief that shelter ani-
mals need a chance at happiness, 
some because they want to reduce 
the population of “unwanted” ani-
mals.  A puppy for the kids, a cat to 
help combat loneliness, a friend for 
an older pet who might find a new 
lease on life with another dog or cat 
in the house.
SAVE occasionally finds a rare and 
unusual adopter.  This person fills out 
the paperwork like anyone else and 

then says “Show me the cat who has 
been here the longest” or “Which 
dog is having the hardest time be-
ing placed?”  This adopter is willing 
and able to devote the time, pa-
tience, and above all love to our 
more difficult residents.  There may 
be training needed, or medical 
assessments beyond what we can 
do at SAVE.  And the end of the 
story is invariably happy.
A few years ago, a SAVE friend 
called Jane came in to adopt a 
kitten.  While she was visiting the 
current residents, Sara, an elderly 
and crabby cat, came out of her 
bed and meowed at Jane for at-

tention.  Jane 
ended up taking 
Sara home with 
her and after a 
few weeks, they 
became fast friends.  Sara’s per-
sonality completely changed.  She 
filled out, her coat became sleek 
and glossy, she played with toys, 
was friendly to everyone who came 
to call, and she adored being with 
Jane.  She was about 14 years old 
at the time.  A few months ago, 
Sara died.  Jane, of course, was 
very sad, but the gift she had given 
Sara was tremendous.  Jane would

Dr. Cornelia Jaynes became the third 
female graduate of Cornell University’s 
College of Veterinary Medicine in 1927. 
After spending a year as a research 
technician at the Rockefeller Institute, she 
opened her own practice on a farm in 
Princeton, New Jersey.  In 1941, she 
established the Small Animal Veterinary 
Endowment (SAVE), which rescued strays 
and provided neutering services regard-
less of the clients’ ability to pay. She 
died on her farm April 15, 1969. Two 
years later, SAVE merged with the Small 
Animal Rescue League and, together, they were able to build the 
shelter of which Dr. Jaynes had dreamed, on the very land where 
she had spent 40 years caring for the community’s animals.
